One aid to already memorized scripture is to add graphic design to
reflect key words in a verse with colors to denote numbers. To do this you will need
to correlate specific numbers to color from zero to nine. Once this is done effort

should be made to efficiently interchange colors for numbers.

Rebus Flash Cards — The word REBUS is defined as a representation of a word

phrase by pictures, symbols, etc., that suggest that word or phrase. This is where
the color number association becomes significant. Using creative ways to say
something through pictures and transposing color for numbers. Often we see this

in advertisings visual metaphors, where associations of formal artistic structure

and subject matter conveys an enduring message to your mind though implied
comparisons. The rebus card is the pictorial portrayal of “key” words within a verse.
Key words are seemingly arrestive words that emphasize the predominant aspects of
the verse. There are three parts in the creation of rebus flash cards. First; foreground
images of symbols, or pictures denoting verse key words. Second; a distinct graphic
background denoting the chapter numeral and theme. Thirdly; book, chapter and
verse numbers written in block letters across the top of the card. Associative color

value will shade the background according to the chapter number and the key words
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will be shaded according to the last number in the verse. Keeping a uniform system
will initiate a chain of recollection which will stimulate and reinforce memory. Rebus
cards are not a necessity, but they are a great aid. You will find that those verses you
have memorized will be recalled easier if there is a graphic illustration accompanying
it. It is essential that emphasis be placed primarily on the correct memorization
techniques above any graphic image. Without proper memorization your cards will

be nothing more than art.
